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WATER HARMONISES AND ACTIVATES

“When you hear the splash of water drops that fall into the bowl,

You will feel that all the dust of your mind has washed away.”

Water is both the literal and symbolic source of life and moving water enhances chi`.

Chi symbolizes the breath of nature, a life force inside all living things. It is an invisible energy that is constantly circulating, however, it does tend to gather in certain places. Good Feng Shui means that if there is a positive flow of energy (chi`) in a building, the occupants will be wealthy, healthy and live in harmony.

There are many different ways to introduce the water element and improve chi`.

The easiest, most convenient way of bringing those benefits into your life is through utilising indoor water features such as ponds, aquariums, table and freestanding fountains. (Other ways are that water is associated with black or blue, irregular or wavy shapes and translucent materials such as glass. For example you could introduce a blue sofa, black shelving, curvy chair or a vase boasting wavy lines. Creeping plants can also be used).

However, water features such as fountains combine sound and movement to stimulate chi` as well as introduce the water element, which inturn stimulates the wood element found in the wealth sectors of your home or garden.

Water is associated with the north (career) but be sparing as moving water can overstimulate chi. This is why table top fountains, aquariums or images of water should never be used in the bedroom.

As water stimulates wood in the productive cycle, a water feature placed in the southeast sector (wood element) can activate money luck.

As with anything, do not overdo the introduction of the water element. A striking large water feature may look great and provide impact and yet instead of activating the element, the water can ‘drown’ you causing poor Feng Shui. It is always good to balance the size of the feature to your room.

May you enjoy the peace and harmony that a water feature will bring into your home, not to mention the enhancement of your wealth and abundance!
